Sprouts is our Sunday ministry for    
pre-school kids from 3-5 years old.  We 
believe that children’s first impressions 
about God “sprout” in these formative 
years.  They’ll learn what matters most 

about Him: 

 

 

The 9:45 class uses Group’s “Hands On”           
curriculum.  The 11:00 class uses First 
Look curriculum.  They’ll sing and        

experience wild and wiggly activities to 
get them moving, create crafts they will 
love and hear Bible lessons they can    
relate to real life situations .  They will 

learn Bible verses, learn how to play and 
pray together, and sometimes even have 
a tasty snack! Kids can come to one class 
or both if you attend an adult class too.    

Roots is our Sunday ministry for K-5th 
grade boys and girls.  We use 2:52 Basics 

curriculum.  Sunday mornings are a      
combination of worship, large group and 
small group activities which provide a     
creative, relevant, and fun Bible-based 

learning experience for kids. Each Sunday 
we focus on a virtue that the kids can learn 
and apply to their lives.  We believe there 
are three basic truths each child should 
know that Jesus modeled in Luke 2:52:  

 

 

Kids also are encouraged to work on Bible 
memory verses and have a “God-time” on 
their own at home to get “rooted” and 

grounded in their faith as they grow and  
become disciples of Jesus.  For parents, 
there are Congregational Life Groups for 
parents that meet at the same time which 

study a variety of Biblical topics.    

                Treehouse Time  
meets during the 11 am worship service. 
Kids from K-2nd grade are dismissed       
following the adult worship time to the  
Treehouse for about a 1/2 hour of Bible 
teaching and fun at their own age level.
